Heading North on #128, after you pass #95 (to Maine) and the road starts to narrow to 2
lanes, stay in the left lane for the next 5 miles until you pass the Burger King and Mobil
Station. Same is true on the return flight home - get in the left lane and stay there when
you reach the North Shore Music Theater.

You will go to the end of #128.

Cross over the Annisquam River and come to a traffic circle.
Come in at 6:00 and go out at 12:00.

Go 0.8 miles to the next circle. Come in at 6:00 go out at 12:00.
Go 1 mile to traffic light and get in left lane for left turn. This will put you on #127.

Go 3 miles to an intersection of 5 streets.
Go left at this intersection and continue 1.1 miles on #127
past Dunkin Donuts, over a stone bridge to Rowe Ave on left.

Rowe Ave is about 70 feet on the other side of the bridge.
